From the introduction... In the War Between the
States, three dashing cavalry leaders - Stuart, Forrest,
and Moshy - so captured the public imagination that
their exploits took on a glamour, which we associate

- as did the writers of the time - with the deeds of the
Waverley characters and the heroes of Chivalry. Of
the three leaders Colonel John S. Mosby (1833-1916)
was, perhaps, the most romantic figure.

In the South his dashing exploits made him one of the

great heroes of the “Lost Cause.” In the North he was

painted as the blackest of redoubtable scoundrels, a
fact only to be explained as due to the exasperation
caused by a successful enemy against whom all mea-
sures were worthless and ineffective. So great became
the fame of Mosby'’s partisan exploits that soldiers of

fortune came even from Europe to share his adven-
tures.

Mosby’s successful disruption of supply lines and at-
trition of Union couriers caused General Grant to tell
Sheridan, “When any of Mosby’s men are caught,
hang them without trial.” On September 22, 1864,
Union forces that Mosby believed (not necessarily cor-
rectly) to be commanded by, and acting with the
knowledge of, Union Brig. Gen. George A. Custer, ex-
ecuted six of Mosby’s men in Front Royal, Virginia; a
seventh was executed on a subsequent occasion. Wil-
liam Thomas Overby was one of the men selected for
execution on the hill in Front Royal. His captors of-
fered to spare him if he would reveal Mosby’s loca-
tion, but he refused. According to reports at the time,
his last words were, “Mosby will hang ten of you for
every one of us.” After his death, a Union soldier
pinned a piece of paper on his shirt that read: “Such
is the fate of all of Mosby’s gang.”

This book offers the rare opportunity to read about
one of the real heroes of the Confederacy in his own
words. Col. Mosby was the commander of the Vir-
ginia 43rd Cavalry Battalion / 1st Virginia Cavalry.

According to The Woman in Battle, a book pub-
lished by Loreta Velazquez in 1876 and the main
source for her story, her father was the owner of
plantations in Mexico and Cuba and a Spanish
government official, and her mother’s parents were
a French naval officer and the daughter of a
wealthy American family.

Loreta Velazquez claimed four marriages (though
never took any of her husbands’ names). Her sec-
ond husband enlisted in the Confederate army at
her urging, and, when he left for duty, she raised
a regiment for him to command. He died in an ac-
cident, and the widow then enlisted — in disguise
— and served at Manassas/Bull Run, Ball's Bluff,
Fort Donelson and Shiloh under the name Lieu-
tenant Harry T. Buford.

Loreta Velazquez also claims to have served as a
spy, often dressed as a woman, working as a double
agent for the Confederacy in the service of the U.S.
Secret Service.

A Sideshow of the Big Show

Among the books about the Civil War Com-
pany Aytch stands out for its uniquely per-
sonal view of the events as related by a most
engaging writer—a man with Twain-like
talents who served as a foot soldier for four
long years in the Confederate army.

This book is considered to be the best account

of the Civil War ever written from the Confed-
erate point of view. It is also the one most
frequently cited by historians of the Western
campaigns.

Originally published in 1881 as a series of
articles in the Columbia, Tennessee, Herald,
Sam Watkins’s account has long been recog-
nized by historians as one of the most lively
and witty accounts of the war. Parallels be-
tween this text and The Red Badge of Cour-
age suggest that Stephen Crane was also
among Private Watkins’s readers.

Sam served in the Tennesee 1st Infantry
Regiment (Field’s). He faithfully served
throughout the duration of the War, partici-
pating in many battles. Of the 120 men who
enlisted in “Company H” in 1861, Watkins
was one of only seven alive when General
Joseph E. Johnston’s Army of Tennessee
surrendered to General William Tecumseh
Sherman in North Carolina April, 1865. Of the
1,200 men who fought in the First Tennessee,
only 65 were left to be paroled on that day.
Soon after the war ended, Watkins began
writing his memoir; “Co. Aytch”. It was
originally serialized in the Columbia, Tennes-
see Herald newspaper. It was published in a
first edition of 2,000 in book form in 1882.

He lifted his head a little too
high, and a bullet skimmed over the top of the
log and hit him fairly in the centre of his fore-
head, and he fell heavily on his face. But his
thought had been instantaneously general ; and
the officers, with one voice, ordered the charge;
and cries of ‘Forward, forward!" raised us, as
with a spring, to our feet, and changed the
complexion of our feelings. The pulse of action
beat feverishly once more ; and, though over-
head was crowded with peril, we were unable to
give it so much attention as when we lay
stretched on the ground. Just as we bent our
bodies for the onset, a boy’'s voice cried out, ‘Oh,
stop, please stop a bit, | have been hurt, and
can't move! | turned to look, and saw Henry
Parker, standing on one leg, and dolefully re-
garding his smashed foot. In another second, we
were striding impetuously towards the enemy,
vigorously plying our muskets, stopping only to
prime the pan and ram the load down, when,
with a spring or two, we would fetch up with

the front, aim, and fire.

A Rebel Clerk’'s War Diary
by J. B. Jones.

John B. Jones (1810-1866) was a proslavery Northerner who moved South when the Civil War began.
A native of Baltimore, he spent most of his youth and young adulthood on the frontier in Kentucky
and Missouri. He eventually made his way back to Baltimore and began a career as a newspaper
editor. In the 1850'’s he lived in New Jersey, where he published and edited the “Southern Monitor”,

a proslavery newspaper which examined the growing crisis between the North and South from a
“Southern Viewpoint”. When Abraham Lincoln (whom Jones detested) was elected President in
1860, Jones decided to move South and give whatever support he could to the new Confederate
government. He took his wife and children with him, and he soon found a job as a high-level clerk in
the Confederate War Department in Richmond, Virginia, the Confederacy’s capital. In essence, Jones
became a top assistant to the Confederate Secretary of War, which put him in an excellent position to
view the conflict from both the “High Command” perspective and the view of an ordinary govern-
ment worker and city dweller. In April 1861 Jones decided to start a daily diary describing the his-
toric events taking place around him. He faithfully kept the diary until April 1865, when Richmond

fell to Northern troops and the Confederacy was destroyed. Jones died from a sudden illness in
February 1866, but his diary survived and has become a classic of its kind. It is often used as a “pri-
mary source” document by Civil War historians who want a first-hand, eyewitness account of what it
was like to live and work in the Confederacy’s capital city during the war. Jones is a good writer, and
his diary includes almost every aspect of life in Richmond during the war, from the grand to the
mundane. Great battles (and the rumors that often accompany them) are mentioned, the elation of
early Southern victories to the despair of knowing that “the cause” was lost by the spring of 1865, the
petty infighting and personal jealousies that tore the Confederate government apart - all of these are
described in detail by Jones. He offers insightful accounts of Confederate President Jefferson Davis;
the hated General Winder, who ineptly handled military rule in Richmond for most of the war; the
long-winded and ineffective Confederate Congress; Stonewall Jackson’s dramatic funeral in May
1863; and the flight of the Confederate government from Richmond and the burning and looting of

the city before Northern troops could arrive and restore order. But Jones also includes “smaller” and
more personal details about the growing struggle to simply survive in Richmond as the North’s

naval blockade cut off necessary supplies of food, medicine, clothing, etc. Rampant inflation, food
rationing, overcrowding, starving mobs of women marching through the city demanding food, and a
thriving black market are all described by Jones (often in biting and sarcastic detail). To be sure,
some things written in this book are offensive (or should be) to modern eyes. Jones is a contradiction
- in his diary he emerges as a devoted father and husband who worries about his family’s safety and
fortunes. Yet he is also an unabashed racist who loathes Jews (and often blames them for everything
from food shortages to financial issues, with no evidence to support him), and he supports slavery as
the “best method” of dealing with blacks. He claims that slaves are generally well-treated and even
boasts that the slaves would prefer their condition to being freed and “left on their own, with no
support” by Northern abolitionists. Yet at the end of the diary, as Richmond lies in ruins and the war
is lost, Jones seems less bitter than simply exhausted and glad that his family has survived. “A Rebel
War Clerk’s Diary” is still one of the best first-hand accounts of what it was like to live and work in

the Confederacy’s national capital, and it should be read by every Civil War buff.

Chaplain J. William Jones, 13th Vir-
ginia Infantry, wrote that “the beginning of the
great revivals which swept through our camps
was due, under God, more to Dr. Stiles than any
other man,” (Christ in the Camp, 524-25.)

This book covers the records of the Second SC Infantry Regiment, the Third SC Infantry
Regiment, the Eighth SC Infantry Regiment, the Fifteenth SC Infantry Regiment, the Twen-
tieth SC Infantry Regiment and the Third SC Infantry Battalion which composed Kershaw's
Brigade.

Beginning with the secession of South Carolina on December 20, 1860, Dickert describes in
detail the formation, organization, and myriad military activities of his brigade until its
surrender at Durham, N.C., April 28, 1865. During these four years and four months, as he
slowly rose in rank from private to captain, Dickert leaves precious little untold. In his own
earthy fashion he tells of the merging of the Second, Third, Seventh, Eighth, Fifteenth, and
Twentieth regiments and the Third Battalion of South Carolina Volunteer Infantry into a
brigade under the command of General Joseph Brevard Kershaw, McLaws’ division,
Longstreet’'s corps, Lee’'s Army of Northern Virginia. First Manassas was the brigade’s,
baptism of fire. Seven Pines, the Seven Days, Second Manassas, Harper’s Ferry, Sharpsburg,
Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, and Gettysburg followed.

And when the enemy began knocking at the back door of the Confederacy in late 1863, it
was Longstreet’s corps that Lee rushed to the aid of Bragg's faltering Army of Tennessee.
After the victory at Chickamauga and a winter in Tennessee, the corps was recalled to
Virginia—and to the Wilderness, Spottsylvania, Cold Harbor, Petersburg, and the
Shenandoah Valley. Then, once again, as Sherman’s mighty machine rolled relentlessly
over Georgia and into South Carolina in 1865, Kershaw's Brigade was transferred “back
home,” as Dickert proudly put it, “to fight the invader on our own native soil.” But
Kershaw’s Brigade ... is much more than a recounting of military movements and the or-
deals of battles. It is at once a panorama of the agonies and the ecstacies of cold-steel war.
Few such narratives are so replete with quiet, meditative asides, bold delineations of daily
life in camp and on the march, descriptions of places and peoples, and—by no means
least—the raucous, all relieving humor of the common soldier who resolutely makes merry
to-day because to-morrow he may die.

General Longstreet, who began the American Civil War in New Mexico, served with great
distinction throughout the course of the conflict. His chief claim to fame was as com-
mander of the Confederate Army’s First Corps, which in its various incarnations fought
through most of the major wartime campaigns.

After the war, a clique of former Confederate officers began blaming General Longstreet for
the army’s defeat at Gettysburg. The most vocal instigators behind this slur campaign
engaged in a great deal of partisan sniping at General Longstreet. It should be noted that
this was done after General Lee’s death — when Lee could no longer gainsay the critics —
and after many of these people had begun careers in the Senate and Congress. Below is
offered an item from Lee’s post-war correspondence which leaves no doubt about his
opinion of Longstreet:

“You must remember me very kindly to Mrs. Longstreet and all your children. | have not had an
opportunity yet to return the compliment she paid me. | had, while in Richmond, a great many
inquiries after you, and learned that you intended commencing business in New Orleans. If you
become as good a merchant as you were a soldier, | shall be content. No one will then excel you,
and no one can wish you more success and more happiness than I. My interest and affection for
you will never cease, and my prayers are always offered for your prosperity.”
